By international standards, 
the average citizen lives in 
abject poverty. The elec-
torate are mostly subjugated 
by a government that re-
gards them as undeserving 
of humane treatment. 
Schools and hospitals are 
below standards. There are 
no social services provided 
for tax payers. In effect, the 
rich gets richer and the poor 
gets poorer, in a philosophy 
of, “the winner-takes-it-all.”

These are 
some of the pressures Christian 
students have to undergo, so they 
need support to overcome so many 
obstacles that were not there when 
you and I went to school.    

Like Mary, the sister of Martha, 
we need to learn at the feet of Je-
sus. We need the fundamental 
teaching of the scriptures that will 
strengthen our foundations and 
transform the lives of our church 
members. The quick fix of training 
ministers who have not surren-
dered to the Lord needs to stop. 
Perhaps, we need to break down 
the walls of denominationalism, so 
that society will once again be af-
fected by the fire of revival.  

We are in need. Yes, we need 
grounded theological and pastoral 
training for our pastors and mis-
sionaries. You and I must focus on 
the vision, leaving a legacy of 
righteousness for the next genera-
tion.
